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Whereas, 

•	 there is a strong level of international interest in clean energy initiatives that save energy and 
mitigate climate change, and a number of countries internationa lly have announced steps to phase 
out the use of inefficient lamps; 

•	 such steps will need to be accompanieJ by campaigns and initiatives to promote and standardize 
the quality and performance of energy-saving compact fluorescent lamps (CF Ls); 

•	 the countries in Southeast Asia already have a number of programs in place to promote the sa le of 
high-qu ality CF Ls, through testing, product labeling, and minimum energy performance standards; 

•	 the Assoc iation of South East Asian Nat ions (ASEAN) has set a strateg ic prior ity to deve lop 
schemes to harmonize energy-effic iency rating schemes for products soId and traded in the 
ASEA N region; 

•	 a number of ASSAN lighting experts attended the 6th International Stakeholder Forum of the Cf L 
Harmonization Initiative during 2-3 April in Xiamen, China; 

•	 the CFL Harmonization Initiat ive supports the development of a harmonized internat ional tes t 
protocol for CFLs. a common set o f performance specifi cat ion "t iers" that can be voluntarily 
adopted by countries or .egions, and a systematic approach to support program compliance In 
order to improve the quality of CFLs so ld and traded; 

•	 the Effic ient Lighting Initiative (ELI), through its ELI Qua lity Ce rtificatio n Inst itute, is 
implementing performance specifications for energy-efficient lighting products in deve loping 
co untry markets and operates an independent and voluntary certi ficat ion scheme that covers CFL 
products; 

•	 the l3.S. Agency for Internat ional Development (USAID) through its Eco-Asia Clean Development 
& Cl imate Program, is working within ASEAN and the broader Asia region 10 promote 
harmonization of CF Ls and other end-use products in order to st imulate increased investme nt ill 
clean ene rgy technologies; and 

•	 manufacturers and suppliers of CFL lighting products have a st rong interest in harmonizing CFL 
qual ity standards in order to reduce barriers to trade, improve product quality, and mitigate cl imate 
change .. . 

We the undersig ned, announce O UI intention to cooperate in order to take concrete steps to promote 
harmonization of test ing procedures and deve lopment of a common set o f performance spec ifi cations 
for CFLs that c e voluntarily applied by the ASEAN countries, and perhaps eve ntua lly app lied 
more broad in Asia / 
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
